ADDENDUM: Too small? Here’s how to make the quilt larger.
1) Easy-peasy: make basic squares larger. Try 7” or even 8” squares to get size you want.

2) Add columns in columns in even humbers to get your desired width then add rows to
get your desired length. Adding two columns keeps the “face” centered in the quilt.
